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PURPOSE OF THIS REPORT 

This report discusses the population profile of the North Queensland region, comprising 

the Local Government Authorities of:

Discussion is aimed at evaluating the demand for and potential supply of workers for the 

NDIS rollout in the region, and to highlight any particular areas of opportunity or risk for 

delivery of services to participants.  

In most cases the profile will discuss  the picture of the overall population of these 15 

areas. In the Appendix you can find comparisons of results of key metrics for each of the 

areas in order to highlight any particular regional variations.  

This report contains statistical data (STAC and DE LTA) in relation to Vocational Education 

and Training (VET) student enrolments.  Permission to pub lish and distribute to external 

parties requires permission from  the Department of Education and Training.   

In lieu of an executive  summary  the report will start with a short summary of the main 

findings of the report supported by graphs where possible. The body of the report will go 

into the full detail and discussion of findings, but this summary may be of more use to 

those without an interest in the depth of the detail. 



 

 
 

 

THE NDIS IN NORTH QUEENSLAND ð WORKFORCE AND POPULATION 

 

 

 

 

The number of new workers needed in North Queensland may be in the range of 800 -1,444. 

There is an opportunity to increase workforce diversity by attracting people 

with a disability, carers, young people, Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait 

Islander people and CALD populations in the region.  
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there may be an issue with retention of graduates 
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Data sources and further graph details and discussion are provided throughout the report . 
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NORTH QUEENSLAND POPULATION PROFILE 
 

The North Queensland  population is growing  
As at  30 June  2015, the  estimated  resident  population  of  the North Queensland a rea  

was  273,725 persons, which equals 5.7% of the Queensland  population . The 

estimated population of North Queensland  has grown by around  42,500 people 

since 2004, but the average annual population growth in the region is slightly less 

than that for Queensland overall. This will potentially impact workforce supply as 

higher growth areas may attract more workers , drawing them away from  the North 

Queensland region .

North Queensland population age distribution compared with Queensland  
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The population distribution of North Queensland  is skewed  slightly more to  a  younger 

demographic  than that of Queensland overall, with 4 4% of the population under the 

age of 30. There is a smaller proportion of the population at the ages a ssociated 

with retirement  eligibility than overall in Queensland. At the overall state level,  25% of 

people are over the age of 55 and approaching retiremen t eligibility ð 

comparatively 22 % of the North Queensland  population falls into that age bracket.  

The median age in Townsville is 2.7 years younger than Queensland overall.  

There may be opport unity in North Queensland  to explore attraction strategies  around 

the early engagement of this younger cohort. Also, the community services industry 

more generally  may be comparatively less impacted by retirements and the aging 

workforce.  The age distribut ion of the workforce would need to be monitored though to 

ensure that there are sufficient workers with age and experience to teach and mentor 

this younger cohort, and ensure that a career path remains visible and appealing to 

them.  

 

There are variances b etween the male and female populations at different 

life stages  
 

In North Queensland  the population of males is noticeably larger than that of females up 

until the age of 69, with a noticeable difference at younger ages ( around 2000 more 

males than females in the age group 1 0-24). Females only start to outnumber males from 

age 70.

There is an opportunity here for some age and gender specific marketing of the disability 

sector as a desirable career path, as well as ensuring that the existing workforce is 

equipped to deal with the varying needs and expectations of these different coho rts. 

North Queensland age distribution by gender  
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Targeting new entrants outside of the  typical caring profession demographic of women 

in their 30s-40s could be an opportunity to increase the diversity of the NDIS workforce . 

Given the interpersonal nature of the work this diversity could be of great benefit for 

participants in choosing support workers  closer to their own demographics .

Nearly 29,000 people in North Queensland  identify as Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait 

Islander. Each North Queensland area has a higher proportion of indigenous people 

than Queensland  overall, and 3 areas are nearly 100% indigenous .  This will have an 

impact on both  the workforce and client base, and consideration should be given to the 

needs and expectations of Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander people within the 

disability sect or. Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islanders have been identified as key NDIS 

workforce target populations so this represents a great opportunity for the North 

Queensland  disability workforce.

At  the  time  of  the  2011 Census, North Queensland  had  30,391 persons  who  stated  

they  were  born  overseas  (11.9% of  the  North Queensland  population ). 

Comparatively, in Queensland  overall  20.5% of  the  population  were  born  overseas  

and  73.7% were  Australian -born.  Of the overseas born population of North 

Queensland , 1,223 (4%) state that they cannot speak English at all, or not well.  

People from culturally and linguistically diverse backgrounds have been identified as 

key NDIS workforce target populations , and Townsville is one of Queenslandõs 

humanitarian settlement locations . There may need to be specific attention paid to 

the needs of this cohort, and ensuring that any career marketing  and disability 

support  is inclusive  and sensitive to cultural and linguistic needs .  
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WHO WORKS IN THE DISABILITY SECTOR? 

For the purpose of this profile and identifying key disability occupations at the LGA level 

for North Queensland,  core community service occupations have been identified at the 

ANSCO 4 Digit Level using ABS 2011 occupation data.  These core occupations give a 

preliminary scope of the community service s workforce  most likely to comprise future 

employment growth as a r esult of the NDIS.  The core occupations are:  

¶ Aged and Disabled carers  

¶ Occupational therapists  

¶ Physiotherapists  

¶ Speech professionals and audiologists  

This covers the allied health occupations, and the only other occupational group that 

can be clearly iden tified as relating to disability. It is important to note that it is not known 

what proportion of people in these occupations actually works within disability, or across 

other sectors, so these numbers should be considered indicative only.

Aged and disabled carers are the largest of the  disability related occupations, by a 

huge margin. Even if we assumed that only half of these workers are within the disability 

sector, there are still nearly 450 carers. Speech professionals are the smallest cohort, 

which will need to be compared to forec asted demand in order to determine whether 

this may have a detrimental impact for service provision to people with a disability in the 

region .

As a rough calculation of the demand placed on workers in the disability rel ated 

occupations the following graph will show the number of workers in disability related 

occupations, per 100,000 population.

Across all Allied Health  occupations, the workers in the North Queensland area have 

more population to serve than found in Queensland overall. The difference is the least 

significant in occupational therapists, but considerable in physiotherapists  and aged and 

disabled carers where there are around twice as many workers per 100,000 in 

Queensland overall compared with North Queensland . Obviously not everyone in the 

region  will require the services of a worker in one of these occupations, but this gi ves a 

picture of the differential demand placed on workers in  disability related occupations in  

North Queensland compar ed with elsewhere in Queensland. This could seriously impact 

on the ability to attract, and more importantly retain staff given the geographical 

distances they may have to travel.

WORKFORCE DEMAND 

According to the NDIS Market Position Statement ð Queensland, participant numbers will 

grow fro m 48,000 in 2016 to 91,000 in 2019.  In the Townsville Service Region (which 

corresponds to the North Queensland area discussed in this report), participants are 

expected to increase by 2,100. Obviously, this will mean an increase in the workforce 

needed to  support them.  

NDIA have provided workforce projections, which will be used in this report . They have 

provided a low and high full time equivalent (FTE) workforce projection for the area, 

which has been proportionally assigned to the LGAs in the area in t he following table. A 

calculation has also been done to show what the total number of workers  would be if 

the current average hours per week of 25 (as reported by  Workforce Wizard  users) 

remains.

This could mean that  at the highest projection rates,  nearly 1,500 new workers need to 

be found for the NDIS in North Queensland, of whom 50 need to be willing and able to 

work in regional and remote, and discrete communities. This is a significant workforce 

demand , requiring significant attraction, retention and capability development wo rk to 

be undertaken in order to meet North Queensland  NDIS Workforce Plan.  
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HOW CAN WE SUPPLY THE WORKFORCE?  
 

Part time work force utilisation

In 2011 there were  554 part time workers in the North Queensland region  in the selected 

occupations , of whom the majority are Aged and Disabled Carers ( 493). There is a 

perception in local networks  that some  of the new required jobs could be absorbed by 

existing part time support workers without needing to conduct any recruitment. 

According to Workforce Wizard national data , the care workforce averages 25 hours per 

week ð as a basic calculation, assuming an average 40 hour full time w ork week , that 

means there may be an extra 184 FTE available within the part time Aged and Disabled 

Carer workforce in North Queensland 1 - which would be nowhere near able to meet 

even the lowest workforce demand projection made by the NDIA .  

Workforce Wizard data also states that 70% of the workforce are female, and 48% are 

over 45 years ð traditionally females are more likely to seek part time work and it may 

therefore be difficult to engage this group in extending their work hours. It may al so be 

challenging to extend the hours of the older age groups who may be in transition to 

retirement. This also assumes that every part time aged and disabled carer is working

Part time workers in disability related occupations ð North Queensland  
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within disability, which is unlikely to be the case.  Demand for disability suppo rt is highest 

at particular times of day and it is likely this pattern will remain under NDIS. This means 

that the extra hours of support may be in demand at peak times when current workers 

are already fully deployed.  

It would be dangerous to assume that t his part time workforce can be leveraged to 

completely fill the labour gap in Townsville without doing more work to understand their 

composition and particular needs.  

Casual workers  
Workforce Wizard data states that 40% of the workforce are casual, with a 25% growth in 

the casual workforce compared with 4% in the permanent workforce. This may be 

reflective of the reluctance of providers to recruit until service demand is known, and 

using casual employees to fill employment gaps. Again it is dangerous to ass ume that 

these casual employees will want to transition to  full time  work , or have the appropriate 

skill sets to fill the roles required.  

For both casual and part time workers there may be cross employment, meaning that 

one worker could potentially appear  (for example) as a part time worker in 2 

organisations, and a casual worker in a third. This would artificially inflate the 

employment numbers within the sector, and could also give a false view of part time/full 

time/casual employment.  
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GRADUATES IN DISABILITY AND ALLIED HEALTH RELATED 

QUALIFICATIONS 

Anecdotally we know that training and qualifications are only a part of the match of an 

employee to the disability sector . Due to the significant interpersonal nature of the work 

some organisations may be  more likely to seek certain aptitudes, attributes, attitudes, 

values and capabilities more  than formal qualifications.  

In 2014/15 there were 259 enrolments into disability related qualifications in the North 

Queensland DET region. 61% of these were into Certificate III in Disability ð this is 

proportionally twice as many as in Queensland overall for this qualification.  

 

 

The other notable difference for enrolments in North Queenslan d is that there are 

comparatively fewer enrolments at the Certificate IV level ð around half the Queensland 

rate for Certificate IV in Disability and Certificate IV in Allied Health Assistance. There 

were 75 enrolments at this level in North Queensland in 2014/15, a significant decrease 

from 150 in 2013/14.  This may impact the ability of new entrants to the workforce to work 

in more specialised areas, and may have an impact on the overall capability of the new 

workforce if there are fewer graduates at the higher levels. Further investigation may be 

required in order to establish why there was such a change in recent years, and why the 

distribution of chosen qualifications  varies so much in north Queensland compared to 

Queensland overall.  

Certificate III in  disability has now been superseded by Certificate III in Individual Support, 

which is already being delivered in some areas of Queensland.

At Certificate IV level , this qualification addresses work in residential group homes, 

training resource centres, day respite centres and open employment services, other 

community settings and clients' homes. These workers:  

¶ Apply knowledge and skills gai ned through qualifications and/or previous experience 

to provide training and support to people with disabilities to enhance their ability to 

achieve greater levels of independence, self -reliance and community participation  

¶ Report to service managers and may liaise with health professionals and other service 

agencies  

¶ May work without direct supervision and may be required to supervise and/or 

coordinate a limited number of lower classified workers.

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These are the core  qualification s for disability support roles , reflecting  a higher number of 

enrolments in north and far north Queensland than other related VET qualifications.  

Enrolments in Certificate III have increased over the last 2 years, whereas certificate IV 

levels have decreased in North Queensland.

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Allied Health  

Allied Health Assisting  qualification s cover workers who provide assistance to allied  

health professionals , including therapeutic and program related support . This work  

must be under the guidance of an allied health professional, however s upervision 

may be direct, indirect or remote , and must occur within organisation al  

requirements. The w orker is required to identify client circumstances that need 

additional input from the allied health professional .

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Allied Health Assistants are more common in aged care and hospital settings, 

although the increased demand for Allied Health services predicted under the NDIS 

may create the demand for these roles in the Disab ility sector. Enrolments in these 

courses in North and Far North Queensland are low, particularly at Certificate IV 

level. The lack of assistant staff could impact the ability of Allied Health Professionals  

to meet the increased demand for services . Consid eration  could be given to 

developing these graduates as potential employees in future roles that arise in the 

disability workforce.  

 

Enrolments in Mental Health certificates in the region  are consistent  in 

number  

This qualification covers workers who provide a range of community services 

focusing on:  

ω Rehabilitation and support for people affected by mental illness and psychiatric 

disability  

ω Implementing community based activities focusing on mental health, mental illness 

and psychiatric disability, an d  

ω Mental health promotion work.  

Work may focus on engaging people with mental illness in community participation, 

prevention of relapse and promotion of recovery through programs such as 

residential rehabilitation, work in clinical settings, home based outreach and centre -

based programs delivered by community based non -government organisations. This 

work may also involve supported employment and programmed respite care.

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Enrolment numbers have been consistent over the last 2 years in the region. More 

work will need to be done in establishing demand for newly qualified mental health 

workers to see if this supply can provide the workers needed within this area.  Peer 

workers and workers with lived experience is an emer ging area of focus within 

mental health services, which may be a concurrent source of workforce supply to 

be explored. There may also be some cross sector demand for workers in mental 

health from Domestic Violence or Housing services for example. 

VET Enrolments ð Certificate IV in Mental Health by DET Regions  
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HIGHER EDUCATION QUALIFICATIONS 

James Cook and Central Queensland Universities have campuses in North 

Queensland  and will therefore be highlighted in the following discussions.  

Discussion of registered professionals will focus on those in non -hospital settings, 

under the assumption that these workers are more likely (but not guaranteed) to be 

working in disability support than those in hospitals.  

 

Occupational Therapy  is an attracti ve qualification for students  in North 

Queensland  

Occupational therapists are health professionals trained to assist people of all ages 

overcome factors which limit their ability to function in certain "occupational roles". 

These limiting factors may have been caused by injury or illness; psychological or  

emotional difficulties; developmental delay; or the effects of ageing.  

Occupational therapists consider individual strengths, disabilities, goals, and social 

and environmental resources, then work to optimise clients' functioning ability and 

quality of l ife . 

Occupational therapists work in:  

¶ public and private hospitals;  

¶ country or community health centres;  

¶ rehabilitation units (medical, vocational, psychiatric);  

¶ regular and special schools;  

¶ consultation services;  

¶ special centres providing development  and training for persons with a social, 

intellectual or physical disability;  

¶ independent living centres;  

¶ workplace health and safety units;  

¶ nursing homes;  

¶ psychiatric clinics and hostels;  

¶ residential and rehabilitation centres for people with an inte llectual disability;  

¶ centres of tertiary education;  

¶ research institutions;  

¶ private practice.  

This shows that there are a wide range of alternative specialis ations  in occupational 

therapy, not just disability services. It is n ot known what proportion of occupational 

therapists in North Queensland actually work within disability, but given the diversity 

of possible career pa thways within this area we assume that not all those graduating 

or registered within this occupation will move on to work in disabilit y. 
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Occupational therapy enrolments at James Cook University are consistently high  

(and increasing)  in the last 2 years. If all enrolled students complete their course, 

there will be around 600 graduating occupational therapists  in 2017-18 ð a significant 

increase from the 100 in the last 2 years .

There was a small increase  (10) in registered  occupational therapists in non hospital 

settings in North Queensland between 2013-2014. This implies that there may not be 

much regional retention of new graduates, as you may expect that the numbers 

would be increasing at a greater rate if graduates were staying in the region to 

work.  

New graduates will also need supervision and on the job experience with more 

experienced therapists before they are able to manage a significant caseload.

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There were 309 registered Occupational Therapists in the North Queensland area  in 

2014. If there are to be more than  that number of graduates just from James Cook 

University each year, there may be an issue with providing sufficient supervision and 

mentoring/development  ð this could be driving low retention numbers of new 

graduates . Students are also a useful way to exte nd the allied health workforce.  
 

Speech Pathology  enrolments are consistent  

Speech pathologists assess and treat disorders of communication in areas such as 

speech, voice, language and fluency.  

Clients include children who fail to develop normal communication and people who 

acquire communication problems as a result of disease or injury such as stroke. A 

person's ability to communicate may also be impaired because of disabilities such 

as hearing loss, brain damage, intellectual disability, stuttering, malfunction of the 

speech or respiratory organs, or emotional disturbances. In addition, speech 

pathologists work with clients who have feeding or swallowing problems.  
 

Speech pathology is closely a ssociated with medicine, education and rehabilitation.  
 

Speech pathologists  work in:  

¶ General, paediatric and geriatric hospitals;  

¶ Community health centres and agencies;  

¶ Rehabilitation units;  

¶ Preschools, kindergartens and childcare programs;  

¶ Centres for  the hearing impaired and intellectually disabled;  

¶ Private practice;  

¶ Industrial and government institutions.  
 

Again this demonstrates the diversity of possible speech pathology career paths, 

and therefore we cannot assume that all graduates will move int o disability support.  

 

 

 

Speech Pathology Enrolments by University in Queensland  
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The number of enrolments at James Cook University has remained relatively 

constant at around 160 for the past 2 years. More work will need to be done to 

establish whether this number would be sufficient to meet the speech therapy needs 

in North Queensland . Again if this is not enough to meet demand, the larger cohort 

of students at the University of Queensland could potentially be a target for 

recruitment.  

Registration data for speech pathologists is not available, and therefore not 

discussed here.  

Enrolled  physiotherapy students may struggle to find appropriate 

supervision  

Physiotherapy is concerned with the promotion, maintenance and restoration of 

health and the prevention of disability, in people of all ages. Physiotherapists 

optimise potential ability, physical function, independence and quality of life 

through rehabilitation practices.  

To achieve this, physiotherapists require an extensive understanding of physical, 

structural and physiological aspects of human form and movement, as well as 

factors rel ating to human functioning and the acquisition of skill.  

Physiotherapy often involves promotion of motor development and coordination, 

physical methods to control pain, therapeutic exercise for impaired muscle systems, 

assisting in the physical management  of the cardio -respiratory system, or improving 

balance and motor control for better performance and function.  

Physiotherapists can work in:  

¶ Hospitals;  

¶ Community  health centres and agencies;  

¶ Rehabilitation  units;  

¶ Sports physiotherapy;  

¶ Manipulative  physiotherapy;  

¶ Paediatrics ;  

¶ Obstetrics ; 

¶ Orthopaedics . 
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Physiotherapy  is a popular subject  across Queensland, reflected in the number of 

enrolments in both James Cook and Central Queensland universities.  However with 

only 258 registered physiotherapists in the North Queensland area  compared with 

almost 600 enrolled students in 2013 -14 there could be a serious issue with supervision 

and mentoring.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

Physiotherapy Enrolments by University in Queensland  

Physiotherapy Completions by University in Queensland  
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Completions gives an indication of the number of students graduating and moving 

on from University.  There were around 100 physiotherapy completions in 2013 -14 in 

the North Queensland region, but as the number of registered physiotherapists in 

non hospital settings  has not increased by similar numbers  there may be  a challenge 

with retaini ng graduates in the local area, particularly if there are not enough 

registered physiotherapists to provide ongoing professional development and 

supervision for rec ent graduates .

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IS THIS ENOUGH TO MEET PROJECTED DEMAND? 

Workforce projections from NDIA put the minimum number of people who need to 

be newly recruited into disability services at 800, and by calculating the FTE from 

current average weekly hours, the max imum would be around 1,500. The report 

above has discussed some potential sources of new workers in the area.  

 

 

 

If it were possible to leverage the underutilised part time workforce, and if all 

currently VET enrolled students chose to stay within North Queensland and work in 

disability services, this would meet around half of the minimum demand projection. If 

all al lied health enrolled student chose to stay within North Queensland and work in 

disability services then that would be sufficient to fully satisfy the maximum demand.  

These are huge ôifsõ, and this is a highly unlikely scenario. Strategies that focus on 

extending working hours, and retention of current students will go some way to 

closing the demand/supply gap, but there will need to be a significant focus on 

recruitment ð with the caveat that this cannot disadvantage  the NDIS rollout across 

the state (i.e.  aiming to recruit from other geographical areas just displace s the 

problem rather than solve s it).
